1 – (I D):

Current:

(S) The Board of Directors adopts a 3-year long-range plan for the library and submits an annual progress report to the State Library. The plan will indicate if the library anticipates using grant monies to achieve their objectives. 

Proposed:  

(S) The Board of Directors adopts a 3-year long-range plan for the library that covers the current certification year, and presents the plan to the local governing body, with a copy submitted to the State Library. A progress report on the plan is prepared and presented annually to the local governing body, with a copy submitted to the State Library. The plan and annual progress reports will indicate if the library anticipates using grant monies to achieve its objectives. 

2 – (III D): 

Current:

(R) The library is open to the public at least 32 hours per week, including a minimum of 8 evening (after 5pm) and / or weekend (Saturday / Sunday) hours EXCEPT: Libraries serving populations under 2,500 are open to the public at least 20 hours per week, including a minimum of 4 evening hours as defined above.

Proposed:

(R) The library is open to the public at least 32 hours per week, including a minimum of 8 evening and / or weekend hours, except that libraries serving populations under 2500 are open to the public at least 20 hours per week, including a minimum of 4 evening and / or weekend hours. Evening hours are defined as non-duplicated hours after 5PM; Weekend hours are defined as non-duplicated hours on Saturday and / or Sunday.

3 – (IV B):

Current:

(R) The library has at least 1.3 FTE employees EXCEPT: Libraries serving populations under 2,500 have a total of 1.0 FTE. The director’s salary is paid from public funds.

Proposed:

(R) The library has at least 1.3 FTE employees, except that libraries serving populations under 2500 have at .75 FTE per 1000 population served or 1 FTE, whichever is less.

4 – (III A):

Current:
(R) The library ensures access to its resources and services for individuals with disabilities in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). Eligibility information for library services for the blind and disabled is available at the library.

5 – (III B):

Current:

(BP) The library provides assistance for individuals with disabilities in obtaining library materials and using computers: for example, special video monitors for the visually impaired, assistive technology apparatus.

Proposed: 
(BP)  The library provides assistance for individuals with disabilities in using computers in the library, such as special video monitors or other assistive technology apparatus. Eligibility information for Library Services for the Blind and Disabled is available at the library.

Current: 

(BP) The library has a web site that provides access to an online catalog, contact information for programs and services, and links to online resources and Public Pioneer.

Proposed:

(S) The library has a web site that provides access to an online catalog, contact information for programs and services, and links to online resources and Public Pioneer.

8 – (VII A):

Current:

(R) Library facilities are publicly owned or leased, and publicly maintained, and meet federal ADA requirements for access to buildings and services (28 CFR Part 36).

(R) Library facilities are publicly owned or leased, publicly maintained, and meet Federal Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) guidelines for providing access to persons with disabilities as provided in the USL ADA Accessibility checklist at

9 – (IX B):

Current:

(R) The library director submits reports mandated by the State Library of Utah in a timely manner:  updated 3-yr. long-range plan with annual progress report; 3-yr technology plan; annual statistical report; Public Library Development Grant expenditure report; summer reading evaluation report; and tri-annual Internet Online Access Policy.

Proposed:
(R) The library director submits reports mandated by the State Library of Utah in a timely manner:   3-year long-range plan (to include planning for technology); annual statistical report; Community Library Enhancement Fund expenditure report; summer reading evaluation report; and the triennial Internet Online Access Policy review and update.
10 – (VI B):

Current:

(S) The library plans ahead and budgets for current and future software upgrades, for electrical, data, and communications infrastructure and for ongoing hardware and software replacements.

Proposed:
(S) The library budgets for current and future software upgrades, for electrical, data, and communications infrastructure, and for ongoing hardware and software replacements.  Planning for the maintenance and upgrade of the library’s technology infrastructure is given as a section within the library’s 3-year long-range plan.
