In my three short years as the library director at the Beaver Public Library, I have successfully completed the UPLIFT program, made strong contacts and working relationships with other rural librarians, and have improved the Beaver Public Library with new programs and innovative ideas.


I am so grateful for all of the training that the Utah State Library offers.  By attending UPLIFT I have gained the knowledge to make the Beaver Library a success!  I am always excited to learn and attend the trainings being offered so that I may better myself as a director and improve the services to my rural community.


During my trainings I find great networking opportunities with others that are facing the same challenges that I am.  I have been excited to form great relationships not only with the other librarians in my county but also statewide.  I am eager to learn from the other Rural Library Directors and also to share the few gems that I have gained along the way.  I feel that these contacts provide me with the insight of many rural librarians.


Upon entering the Beaver Public Library I was faced with the challenge of a library that was not friendly to children and held no programs other than a Summer Reading Program that was limited to fifty children and done mostly at home.  Since being appointed as Beaver Public Library Director, I have instituted a year round Storytime, an Afterschool Program, a Summer Reading Program, a Tween Reading group, and an Adult Computer Basics Class.  In my first two years at the library I saw an increase in attendance by 5,000 patrons a year and circulation increased by 10,300.  The growth of the library has been more than I anticipated could happen in just three short years and I feel greatly rewarded watching others fall in love with books and the library.  


I hope you will consider me as a candidate for the Rural Library Representative on the LSTA Advisory Council so that I may share my passion for libraries with others through assisting with the LSTA grant process.
